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M. Gregg Bloche is professor of law at Georgetown University and an adjunct professor at Johns Hopkins University’s Bloomberg School of Public Health. He is a senior fellow at The Brookings Institution but is currently on leave from Brookings while serving as a policy advisor for Barack Obama’s 2008 presidential campaign. He received a Guggenheim Fellowship for 2005-06 to examine the role of medicine in the public sphere and a Robert Wood Johnson Foundation Investigator Award in Health Policy Research for 1997-2001 for his work on the legal and regulatory governance of managed care. Dr. Bloche is a member of the editorial boards of several journals, including Health Affairs and the Journal of Health Economics, Policy, & Law. He has served on the Institute of Medicine’s Committee on Understanding and Eliminating Racial and Ethnic Disparities in Health Care, the Committee on Scientific Freedom and Responsibility of the American Association for the Advancement of Science, and the board of directors of Physicians for Human Rights. He has also been a consultant to South Africa’s Truth and Reconciliation Commission. His forthcoming book, Do No Harm, will be published next year by Palgrave Macmillan. Dr. Bloche received his M.D. and J.D. from Yale University and his B.A. from Columbia University.
Sara Collins is assistant vice president for the Program on the Future of Health Insurance at The Commonwealth Fund. She is an economist whose responsibilities include survey development, research and policy analysis, as well as directing the Fund’s national coverage program. She holds an A.B. in economics from Washington University in St. Louis and a Ph.D. in economics from George Washington University.

She has served as health policy advisor to Democrats and Republicans in both the U.S. Senate and House of Representatives, as program consultant to a state Medicaid agency, and has private sector experience as both an attorney and policy advisor. Prior to joining JPS, Inc., Ms. Hayes served as health counsel to Senator Evan Bayh (IN).
