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Allison Coleman is the founder and chief executive officer of Capital Link, a nonprofit organization that provides capital-related technical assistance to health centers and primary care associations nationally, and new markets tax credit loans to health centers in the Gulf Opportunity Zone. Ms. Coleman also serves as the managing director of the Community Health Center Capital Fund, a nonprofit organization that offers a tax-exempt bond and direct loan programs for health centers in Massachusetts. Earlier, Ms. Coleman worked for the Massachusetts Industrial Finance Agency (MIFA, now MassDevelopment), an issuer of tax-exempt bonds for educational institutions, human service providers, and small businesses in Massachusetts, while also serving as vice president of MassCare Capital, a nonprofit development affiliate of MIFA. She holds a master’s degree in business administration from the Yale School of Management and a bachelor’s degree from Yale College.  

Dan Hawkins is senior vice-president for policy and programs at the National Association of Community Health Centers, Inc. (NACHC). For the past 28 years he has provided NACHC's membership with federal and state health-related policy development, policy research, analysis, information, and advocacy, as well as operational training and technical assistance.  During his tenure at NACHC, federal support for health centers has grown from $350 million to over $2 billion annually, and the number of people served by health centers has grown from 5 million to more than 18 million.  Prior to joining NACHC, Mr. Hawkins served as a VISTA volunteer, executive director of a migrant and community health center located in south Texas, and as an assistant to HHS Secretary Joseph Califano during the Carter Administration.  He has written numerous articles and monographs on health care and health center issues, and has provided testimony before several congressional committees.  

Paloma Izquierdo-Hernandez is the president and chief executive officer of Urban Health Plan, a federally-qualified community health center network located in the South Bronx that has served more than 31,000 individuals.  Led by Ms. Izquierdo-Hernandez’ efforts, Urban Health Plan has grown from a one-site facility to a network of federally qualified community health centers, school health programs, part-time sites at facilities for at-risk populations, a growing WIC program and multiple other grant-funded programs. She served as a member to the New York City Commission for Economic Opportunity, an appointed task force led by the Bloomberg administration that developed innovative anti-poverty approaches in New York City. She currently serves on the boards of professional and community organizations including the NYC Primary Care Development Corporation, the NYC Department of Health and Mental Hygiene Advisory Council, the Community Health Care Association of NYS, The Joint Commission Ambulatory Care Advisory Council and Affinity Health Plan.
